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It should be noted that for the purposes of the
Cumulative Impact Assessment, the illustrative
areas shown for certain parameters relate to the
extent of a receptor and not necessarily to the
location of a specific impact. Examples include
the entire landholding extent shown for land use
impacts (for the landholding affected), and the full
watercourse extent shown for ecology impacts
(where used as commuting / foraging by otter).
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
