to reflect existing landscape character.

Ralia Café car park – existing bund cut back to accommodate new road,

replacement incorporates retaining walls faced with natural stone treatment

and replacement tree planting with same species where space allows.

Retaining wall provided along mainline, existing

trees retained where possible to protect views

from adjacent properties (Griogchan and Raliabeg).

Native woodland planting to replace trees removed

through construction

Native woodland planted adjacent to

the A9  carriageway to screen views

from Ralia and properties at Griogchan

and Raliabeag.
