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Water Environment First Fix Sifting Metrics
1. Locations identified where routes cross extensive floodplain (>100m)
perpendicular to flow direction (moderate adverse) or not perpendicular
to flow direction (major adverse).
2. Areas of potential active morphology identified from high level desk-top
review. This will be assessed further prior to second stage of sifting. Best
practice dictates that new watercourse crossings should avoid areas of
active morphology.
3. Potential watercourse realignment has been identified where a route is
in close proximity to (but does not directly cross) a named watercourse.
Realignment of named watercourses at Good WFD status for morphology
should be avoided.
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
