SPECIFIED LENGTHS OF ROAD

5.  That length of the A68 Edinburgh – Carter Bar Trunk Road at Pathhead, from a point 80 metres or thereby north of its junction of the B6367 Crichton Road, in a generally south easterly direction to a point 440 metres or thereby south of its junction with Roman Camp Road, a distance of 1.09 kilometres or thereby.

6.  That length of the A68 Edinburgh – Carter Bar Trunk Road at Pathhead, from a point 304 metres or thereby north of its junction of the B6367 Crichton Road, in a generally south easterly direction to a point 80 metres or thereby north of its junction of the B6367 Crichton Road, a distance of 230 metres or thereby.
